Michael O’Brien came to
lecture at Ring 96 at our
February meeting. He
introduced himself as a close
up performer who specializes
in “walk around” and
“restaurant magic.”

Michael opened his lecture
by doing a routine with two
volunteers. This included a
half-dollar coin that seemed
to move from place to place,
and included a strong muscle
pass. There was a purse
frame in the set as well as a
pair of sponge balls he used
for a magical gag. He did
some dollar bill magic which
he later explained was
“Extreme Burn.” He did not

show how that was done as he
did not have the author’s
permission to tip that gaff.

After teaching us how the rest
of the set was done, Michael
explained some of the do’s
and don'ts of restaurant magic.
Apparently many performers
make the mistake of not
allowing the “business” of the
restaurant to flow, or they try
to force themselves on the
diners. He showed how he
gracefully and politely backs
away from anyone who in not
interested in seeing his
performance.

Next he demonstrated four
book test reveals using three
books. Inviting three people
up on stage and having each
take one book, he showed one
a random page and revealed
the first word. From the

second book he found the
selected word matched a word
from the first book. From the
third book he guessed the
randomly selected photo in the
book and the key word that
went with it. Finally he
guessed a word from a page
that was torn out of the book
and found in a prediction
envelope.

A second book test was done,
this with three anime manga
books. This was more kid
oriented and used pokeman
characters. Again three
different reveals came from
three different books.

Michael gave us a lesson and
explanation of how to force a
specific page in any book.
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Michael ended the night with his
signature “Ninja Rings” His
routine includes some of the
classic linking ring bits, but
takes it quite a few steps
further. He links his wedding
ring onto the rings at one point,
and he can even link a
spectators ring if asked. Finally
the big kicker to the routine is
when a previously examined
large steel ball-bearing
becomes permanently fused to
the ring. This again can be
passed out for examination .

Michaels lecture was highly
praised by our members and he
had just as good a time as we
did.
